Tekiah (77Y°P)) — 1 long, straight, continuous shofar blast. Objective of
Yom Teru’ah is to crown God as our King.

Shevarim (0°720) - 3 medium, wailing blasts. Resembles a sobbing cry;
signifying repentance.

Trw’ah (Y1) — 9 quick, staccato blasts in succession. Resembles an
alarm clock - that we need to awaken from our spiritual slumber
and be honest and objective about our lives

Tekiah Gedola (ﬂ‘?ﬁ} AY°PN) - single, unbroken blast for as long as
possible.
