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Introducing the next 5 consonants (aka letters) + 2 more vowels:

® Jcarn the next two vowels, bringing us up to 4 vowels.
e Learn the next five letters (or consonants), bringing us up to 15 consonants.
® Introduce the first three sofits (final letters). Sofits occur only as the final letter of a word.

While the same sound as their corresponding letter. The shape of the consonant changes
when it becomes a sofit.
